Definition. flFirearms and similar weapons u as

used in this Ordinance shall be' construed to mean any rifle, gun,

pistol, revolver, automatic, musket, or shot gun, when used to dis-

charge less t:h.an nine (9) pellets of any kind, regardl.ess of the

propulsive power, whether gun powder, compressed air, gas or springs

or any combination of said mechanism. A shot gun wheD used to discha:

nine (9) pellets or more is not included within this definition.
