the Open Space Committee. The said Open Space Committee shall
have powers to adopt rules and regulations for the conduct of
all business within the jurisdiction of the Committee. The said
Committee shall submit an annual report to the Supervisors of
Chadds Ford Township, including an analysis of the open space,
conservation, wetland, and passive recreation land in the

Township, with particular references to the extent and adequacy
thereof.

SECTION 5. The Open Space Committee shall have
no authority to commit Township funds for any purpose.

SECTION 6. Said Open Space Committee shall
make recommendations to the Supervisors of Chadds Ford Township,
if timely and appropriate, for the acquisition and/or purchase of
lands suitable for open space, conservation, wetland use and
passive recreation use, and any contracts and agreements for the
acquisition and purchase thereof shall be entered into by the
Supervisors of Chadds Ford Township. The Board of Supervisors
may refer the Committee's recommendations to the Chadds Ford

Township Planning Commission for review and recommendation to the
Supervisors. :

AN ORDINANCE OF CHADDS FORD TOWNSHIP, DELAWARE COUNTY,
PENNSYLVANIA CONSENTING TO THE PROPOSED TRANSFER OF CONTROL
OF THE CABLE TELEVISION FRANCHISEE TO ADELPHIA COMMUNICATIONS
CORPORATION. -

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance No. 76 enacted January 4, 1988 and
a Franchise Agreement dated November 15, 1988, Harron Cablevision of
Pennsylivania, Inc. and Harron Communications Corp. currently hold a
cable television franchise (the "Franchise") to conduct, own and operate
a cable television system (the "System") operating in Chadds Ford Township
(the."Township"); and '

WHEREAS, the sole stockholder of Harron Cablevision of Pennsylvania, Inc. is
Harron Communications Corp., a New York corporation ("Harron Corp."); and

WHEREAS, the stockholders of Harron Corp. and Adelphia Communications
Corp. ("Adelphia") have entered into a Stock Purchase Agreement, dated as of April 9,
1999 (the "Purchase Agreement"); providing for, among other things, the sale of stock in
Harron Corp. to Adelphia (the "Transfer of Control") and requiring Harron Corp. to
obtain any required consents of government franchising authorities for the Transfer of
Control pursuant to applicable law and the Franchise; and

WHEREAS, Harron Cablevision of Pennsylvania, Inc. and Adelphia have jointly
submitted to the Board of Supervisors of Chadds-Ford Township (the "Board") an
application on Federal Communications Commission ("FCC") Form 394 requesting
consent for the Transfer of Control and have submitted other information concerning the
Transfer of Control and Adelphia as required by law and the Franchise (collectively, the
" "Transfer Application"); and '

WHEREAS, the Board has reviewed the Transfer-Application and considered the
comments of interested parties; and

WHEREAS, Harron Cablevision of Pennsylivania, Inc. will continue to
hold the Franchise and operate the System in the Township subsequent to the Transfer
of Control to Adelphia; and

WHEREAS, the Board believes it is in the best interest of the Township to
approve the Transfer Application and the Transfer of Control of the Franchise
and the System to Adelphia, as described in the Transfer Application; and



WHEREAS, Section 13 of Ordinance No. 76 provides that the Franchise may not
be transferred, leased, assigned, sold, or disposed of as a whole, or in part by forced
sale, merger, consolidation or otherwise, without the prior consent of the Township
expressed by Ordinance, and in such event only-in accordance with such conditions as
may be therein prescribed and that such consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.

NOW, THEREFORE,' the Board of Supervisors of Chadds Ford Township,
Delaware County, Pennsylvania, hereby ordains as follows:

SECTION 1. CONSENT

The Board hereby consents to the Transfer of Control of the Franchise
currently held by Harron Cablevision of Pennsylvania, Inc. and Harrcn Communications
Corp. to Adelphia.

SECTION 2. CONFIRMATION OF EXPIRATION OF ORIGINAL TERM.

The Board hereby confirms that (i) the Franchise is valid and outstanding and in
full force and effect on the date hereof; (ii) the current term of the Franchise will expire
on January 3, 2003 subject to options in the Franchise, if any, to extend such term.

SECTION 3. EFFECTIVE DATE

This Ordinance shall be effective five (5) days aftér the date of enactment.

ORDINANCE NO. 77

AN ORDINANCE OF CHADDS FORD TOWNSHIP, APPOINTING
THE ELECTED TOWNSHIP TAX COLLECTOR AS THE
DELINQUENT TOWNSHIP TAX COLLECTOR; PROVIDING FOR
POWERS, RIGHTS, PRIVILEGES, DUTIES AND OBLIGATIONS
OF THE DELINQUENT TAX COLLECTOR; AND PROVIDING FOR
ANNUAL APPOINTMENT BY DECEMBER 31 OF EACH
CALENDAR YEAR. -

WHEREAS, Act 104 of 2000 (the “Act”), requires that governing body of each
township within the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania appoint the elected tax collector of
the township as the delinquent tax collector of the township (the “Appointment”); and

WHEREAS, said Appointment is required to be by ordinance adopted annually
on or before December 31 of each year; and

WHEREAS, the Act also provides that the powers, rights, privileges, duties and
obligations of the delinquent tax collector shall be as set forth in Section 686 of the Act
of March 10, 1949, (P.L. 30, No. 14), known as the Public School Code of 1949.

IT IS HEREBY ENACTED AN ORDAINED by the Board of Supervisors of Chadds
Ford Township, Delaware County, Pennsyivania, as follows:

Section 1: Appointment

The Board of Supervisors does hereby appoint the elected tax collector (as
defined in the Act) of the Chadds Ford Township as the delinquent tax collector for.
. Chadds Ford Township. ‘

Section 2. Powers, Rights, Privileges, Duties and Obligétions.

The powers, rights, privileges duties and obligations of the delinquent tax
collector shall be as set forth in 24 P.S. §6-686 of the Public School Code of 1949, as
may be amended from time to time. ,

Section 3. Annual Adoption.

Unless the Board of Supervisors shall expressly revise or repeal this Ordinance .
by enactment of a subsequent ordinance, this Ordinance shall be deemed to be re-
enacted and adopted, and shall have the effect of re-appointing the elected tax collector
(with the powers, rights, privileges, duties and obligations set forth herein) of Chadds
Ford Township as the delinquent tax collector of Chadds Ford Township, annually on
- the anniversary date of the adoption of this Ordinance.



Section 4. Severability

If any section, subsection, sentence; clause, phrase or word of this Ordinance is
for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, -
such portion shall-be deemed a separate, distinct and lndependent provision, and such
hoiding shall not render this Ordinance invalid.

Section 5. Repealer

All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are inconsistent with this Ordinance
are hereby expressly repealed to the extent of the inconsistency.

Section 6. Effective Date
This Ordinance shall be come effective five (5) days after its enactment.

AN ORDINANCE OF CHADDS FORD TOWNSHIP, DELAWARE COUNTY,
PENNSYLVANIA, RENUMBERING HOUSES AND BUILDINGS IN CHADDS
FORD TOWNSHIP AND ESTABLISHING RESPONSIBILITY FOR NUMBERING
BUILDINGS IN THE TOWNSHIP.

The Board of Supervisors of Chadds Ford Township, Delaware County
_Pennsyivania, hereby ENACTS AND ORDAINS that:

SECTION 1. Building Numbering System Adopted. The Comprehensive
Building Renumbering List dated August 7, 2002 prepared by Kelly Engineers and the"
Comprehensive Building Renumbering Plan-dated 08-12-97, last revised 08-07-02,
copies of which are attached hereto and made a part hereof, are hereby approved and:
adopted

, SECTION 2. Responsibility for Numbering Buildings. On or after the
passage and.appraval of this Ordinance, it shall be the duty of each and every owner,
trustee, lessee;,-agent:and occupant of each and every house, building or other
structure.inChadds: Ford. Township to cause the same to be numbered:-in: accordance
with this Ordinance; and the List and'Plan-hereby-adopted. and approved:.-

SECTION 3. Repealer. Allardinances orparts of ordinances: whrch are-
inconsistentherewith-are:hereby repealed.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDNANCES OF CHADDS
FORD TOWNSHIP, DELAWARE COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA, CHAPTER VL.
PUBLIC SAFETY AND CONDUCT TO ADD SUBCHAPTER C. ANIMAL
CONTROL, PROHIBITING DOGS RUNNING AT LARGE, PROVIDING FOR
THE APPOINTMENT OF ANIMAL CONTROL OFFICER(S); ESTABLISHING
PROCEDURES FOR THE CONTROL, REMOVAL AND/OR
TRANSPORTATION OF DOGS OR OTHER ANIMALS IN CHADDS FORD
TOWNSHIP; AND PRESCRIBING PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS.

The Board of Supervisors of Chadds Ford Township, Delaware County,
Pennsylvania, hereby ENACTS AND ORDAINS that

SECTION 1. The Code of Ordinances of Chadds Ford Township. is hereby
amended by the addition of the following Subchapter C, Animal Control to
Chapter VI, Public Safety and Conduct:

SUBCHAPTER C. ANIMAL CONTROL
6.28 DEFINITIONS |

As used in this Ordinance, the. following terms shall have the
meanings indicated, unless a different meaning clearly appears from
the:context:

4 ANIMAL. - wild-or domesticated animal(s) of all species,.
including dogs, cats  and other household pets.

OWNER - when applied to an ANIMAL, includes any person or
persons having aright of property in such ANIMAL; and/or any
person or persons who keeps or-harbors such ANIMAL and/or has

- cared for it; and/or any person or persons who permits such ANIMAL
to be on or about any premises owned and/or occupied by him.

RUN AT LARGE or RUNNING AT LARGE - being upon any

public highway, street, alley, park, or any other public land, orupon . . . ... .

property of another person other than the OWNER, and not being
accompanied by or under the control of the OWNER or any other
person having custody of said ANIMAL.

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6.29 ANIMAL CONTROL OFFICER. -

One or more Animal Control Officer(s) may be appointed by
the Board of Supervisors or hired pursuant to a contract approved by
the Board of Supervisors to serve at the pleasure of the Board or for
the term of said contract. Such Animal Control Officer(s) along with
any police officer, as defined in the Pennsylvania Dog Law, 3 P.S.
Section 459-101 et seq., shall have concurrent responsibility for the
enforcement of this Subchapter and of the Pennsylvania Dog Law,
provided that the Animal Control Officer shall not have the power to
make arrests under said Act of Assembly or any other Act of
Assembly or any Ordinance of Chadds Ford Township

6.30 ANIMALS RUNNING AT LARGE.

(a) It shall be unlawful for the OWNER of any ANIMAL to allow:
or permit such ANIMAL to RUN AT LARGE in Chadds.Ford Township..

(b) It shall be unlawful for the OWNER of any ANIMAL to aliow
or permit such ANIMAL to leave and/or deposit waste, including -

"urine and/or feces, from such ANIMAL on any property not owned by

the OWNER of such ANIMAL, unless the Owner of such. ANIMAL has
permission:from:the property owner for such:leaving and/or
depositing of waste.

6.31 ANIMAL CONTROL PROCEDURES..

(a) Call to. Duty. The Animal Control Officer(s) shall-be -
available for. call twenty-four (24) hours: per day:and may be called to
duty:at the:discretion of any member of the Board of Supervisors; the -
Code Enforcement Officer, orany Chadds:Ford resident. - -

(b) Transportation of Animals. If it is. determined that the
transportation of an ANIMAL is necessary, the- Animal Control.
- Officer(s) shall have the authorlty to transport the ANIMAL or have
said ANIMAL. transported .

(c) Seizure of Animals. The Animal Control Officer may seize
any ANIMAL found RUNNING AT LARGE and cause that ANIMAL to
be detained or otherwise dealt with as authorized by the
Pennsylvania Dog Law.

(d) Injured or Dead Animals. Upon the report of an injured or
dead ANIMAL. in Chadds Ford Township, an Animal Control Officer
may be notified and directed to report to the scene and assume
responsibility for the ANIMAL. Dead ANIMALS located on Township
property, where the OWNER of the ANIMAL is unavailable, may be

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removed by the Animal Control Officer. PennDot may be notified to
remove dead ANIMALS from State roadways.

‘(e) Dangerous or Vicious ANIMALS. Upon report of a ANIMAL
that has either bitten another person or has threatened another
person while RUNNING AT LARGE, an Animal Control Officer may be
requested to report to the scene by any member of the Board of
Supervisors, the Code Enforcement Officer, or any Chadds Ford
Township resident. If the OWNER of the ANIMAL is unavailabie or
unknown, the Animal Control Officer may use a tranquilizer gun or
other approved method to subdue the ANIMAL and/or take
appropriate action to protect the safety of persons who were bitten
or threatened. An ANIMAL determined to be dangerous under
Section 502-A of the Pennsylvania Dog Law, 3 P.S. Section 459-502-
A, shall be restrained or otherwise kept or disposed of in accordance
‘with the Pennsylvania Dog Law. ANIMALS may be killed only in
accordance with the provisions: of the Pennsylvania Dog Law.

(f) Release to SPCA or Other Licensed Kennel: When any
ANIMAL is detained by an Animal Control Officer, said ANIMAL will
be released to an SPCA or other licensed kennel, if possible, and the
Animal Control Officer must inform the SPCA or licensed kennel
personnel of the specific period of time for which the ANIMAL is to
be held and to-whom the: ANIMAL is. to.be released.. '

(g) Wild Animals: For complaints involving wild- ANIMALS and
protected ANIMALS, an Animal Control Officer may be-notified:to
respond-to the request or complaint unless: the Animal Control:
Officer determines that a State game official is better suited to:
respond.to the complaint; and the Animal Control: Officer notifies:
such an official of the same..

(h) An Animal Control Officer may perform such other duties
which he is authorized to-perform pursuant to the: Pennsylvama Dog
Law.

-6.32 ANIMAL CONTROL OFFICER FEES

(a) The Animal Control Officer is authorized to charge a fee to
the party requesting his/her call to duty based on a schedule that has
been approved by the Board of Supemsors of Chadds Ford
Township.

(b) If the requester is a Supervisor of Chadds Ford Township
or its Code Enforcement Officer, the fee of the Animal Control Officer
will be paid by Chadds Ford Township. .

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(c) If the requester is a resident of Chadds Ford Township, the
resident will be responsible for paying the fee of the Animal Control
Officer for the requested service.

(d) The Animal Control Officer will advise the requester of what
the fee to respond will'be prior to performing the requested service.

(e) Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, however,
If the Animal Control Officer issues a citation to an OWNER of an
ANIMAL as a result of the requested service, this Ordinance
authorizes the Judge conducting the hearing on the citation to, at his
discretion and in addition to any other penalties, fines and/or costs,
order the OWNER of the ANIMAL to pay to the Animal Control Officer
the Animal Control Officer's call to duty fee for such service, in
which case the Animal Control Officer will reimburse the requester of
‘such service for such amount.

6.33. PENALTIES.

(a) The first two times.an OWNER of an ANIMAL is issued a
citation-and is found to have violated the provisions of this
Ordinance, the owner of such ANIMAL shall pay a fine in an amount
up to.One Hundred Dollars.($100.00) to Chadds Ford. Township as
well as any fees. and/or costs incurred by the: Township orits: Animal .
Control: Officer for responding to the request or compaintandto: .
keep the ANIMAL in a kennel or other structure, for pickup. and
transporting the: ANIMAL to the: Delaware County SPCA or other
facility, and for enforcement proceedings. For each:and every:
violation of this. Ordinance other than for the: first two- times.an. .
ANIMAL is seized for RUNNING AT. LARGE or for any other reason:as.

provided in the Subchapter; the. owner of the ANIMAL involved shall; - -

upon conviction by the District Justice, be guilty. of a summary
offense and subject to a fine of not more than One Thousand Dollars.
($1,000.00); and/or imprisonment for a term: not to exceed ninety (90) -
days. .

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY. The provision of this Ordinance are severable.
If any sentence, clause, or section of this Ordinance is for any reason found to be
unconstitutional, illegal, or invalid, such unconstitutionality, illegality, or invalidity
shall not affect or impair any of the remaining provisions, sentences, clauses, or
sections of this Ordinance. It is hereby declared to be the intent of the Board of
Supervisors of Chadds Ford Township that this Ordinance would have been
adopted had such unconstitutional, illegal, or invalid sentence, clause, or section
not been included herein. :

' SECTION 3. EFFECTIVE DATE. This ordinance shall become effective five
(5) days after enactment.
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
